Don’t Accept a Counterfeit

Those who work around money have to be careful not to accept a
counterfeit. They have to know the difference between a counterfeit
and an original bill or they are likely to lose some money. Spiritually

Speaking, each of us must be able to tell a counterfeit from an
original when we see it. Let’s consider some of the devil’s
counterfeits that we must be careful not to accept.

1. The belief that one can warm a pew and go to heaven is
counterfeit to the New Testament. James 2:24 “Ye see then how that
by works a man is justified, and not by faith only.” Revelation 3:15-
16 says, “I know thy works, that thou are neither cold nor hot: |
would that you were cold or hot. So then because you are lukewarm,
and neither hot nor cold, I will spue you out of my mouth.”

2. Don’t accept a counterfeit worship. John 4:24 “God is a spirit,
and they that worship Him must worship Him in spirit and in truth.”
Worship involves much effort of mind, body, and soul. Talking,
laughing, whispering, playing with children, being in the aisles and
foyer is not worship.

3. Don’t accept a counterfeit church. In fulfillment of prophecies
and promises, Christ established His church on the 1% Pentecost
following His resurrection in Acts 2. (Is. 2:2-3; Daniel 2:44) We
must make sure the church teaches the plan of salvation taught on
Pentecost. (Acts 2:36-38) Christ can tell His church from the devil’s
counterfeits.

4. None of us wants to face judgment with a counterfeit religion!
Those will all be rooted up. Matthew 15:13
